Winners will
receive $100 and serve as ECCT’s 2013-14 Vocal Ambassadors. Runners-up will win $50.

Judges will select a winner and runner-up in each
category. Winners will receive $100 and serve as ECCT’s 2013-14 Vocal Ambassadors. Runners-up will win $50.
