SUBMISSION RULES:
1. All plays submitted must be the original work of the playwright and may not have won any similar competitions.  ECCT reserves the right to edit selected plays as needed to bring them successfully to the stage.

2. All plays should be complete works with a definite beginning, middle and end and not a scene from a larger work.

3. All plays must be no longer than 10 pages typed using no less than a size 12 font with a performance time of 10-12 minutes.

4. All plays should be written to require no specific sets with the use of minimal furniture and hand props during production.  Minimal costuming will also be available and should also be taken into consideration during the writing process.

5. All plays submitted will be judged by a panel of three (3) local judges with backgrounds in writing and/or theatrical production.  Their decisions are final.  The judges reserve the right to reject all entries or increase the number of winners at their discretion.

6. The judges will select the top two plays in each category- Middle School, High School and Adults- to receive a cash prize and to be produced.

7. The winning playwrights must be available on April 6 for auditions, the week of April 12 for rehearsals, April 19 for dress rehearsals and April 20 for the performance.

8. The deadline for submission is 5pm Friday, February 26, 2010. No exceptions.  One copy of the play and entry form may be submitted by mail to: ECCT 1814 Oxford Ave.  Eau Claire, WI  54703 or dropped off in person to that address. (Entry form available online at www.ecct.org- entries NOT accepted online.) Entries received after the deadline will not be judged.
